- The Ultra-simplistic Breakdown of all that is contained in Romans 6, 7, &

(slide #32)

- These 3 chapters teach us our basic understanding and apprecia
of our godly sanctification, and youOve basically got 4 major sections...

1) Romans 6:1-13 which teaches us the most basic and
fundamental issue when it comes to beginning the doctrine
our sanctification: the doctrine of our beirdp&d to si® and
Calive unto Godd
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2) Romans 6:14 - 7:25 which teaches us that the effectual
working of our sanctified position Oin ChristO requires that
we be @ot under the law, but under grate

3) Romans 8:1-13 which teaches us a detailed analysis of
what it means tovaalk after the Spird and notadler the
fleshO as well as the details of what it means to tG e
spiritual or carnal and the mechanical means to deal with
sin, the flesh and carnality. It gives you a graphic, and
almost line by line description of the actual way in which
walking after the Spirit works, so that all your thoughts are
consistent with that, the way in which you put it into
practice is consistent with that, and the appreciation for this
being the way in which the fruit of the Spirit is brought forth
is understood properly as well.

4) Romans 8:14-39 which begins the appreciation of the
capstone of our sanctification as it is Biblically understood,
and that is that you are going to able to live unto God as a
son It begins our sonship education in earnest.

- Those are your 4 major doctrinal issues, that when they are all put
together in their totality give us the complete and effectual working
of our sanctified position Oin ChristO so we can actually start to
LIVE unto God in the details of our lives.

- Il Tim. 3:16-17NNote the pattern Paul givesNand note that he, himself

follows that exact pattern in Romans 6, 7, & 8Nin our
godly edification into our sanctified position in Christ!

- Doctrine: Rom. 6:1-13
- Reproof and Correction: Rom. 6:14-7:25
- Instruction in Righteousness: Rom. 8:1-39

- Before we get into the details of (:1-13), we need to recognize some very
important things about, what is one of the most important chapters in all the

Bible.

- And as we approach it, we need to do, as we always do, we need to get a
general outline to itNwe need to get a general scope of what it is intended to
doNand we need to have an appreciation for the way the information is
going to be presented to usNbecause that will all have a bearing on setting
the context for all that we will study in these verses.
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- First of all, we need to recognize that when we get underway here in cha
8, we have a shift in STYLE of writing. That is, the way the information is
being present to us is not quite the same as it has beenNreally all the way
Romans 6:14 until the last verse of chapter 7.

- And one of the major and most noticeable differences between what we
been dealing with in chapter 7 and what we are going to deal with here in
chapter 8 is thaweOre no longer dealing with corrective doctririe

- In a sense, the corrective doctrine is over. (Yeah!)

- And now itOs a matter ofNin view of there being no more
misunderstanding or erroneous thinking about the lawNno more of
that kind of stuff creeping in to our thinkingNino more objections or
misconceptions about itN... by the time you reach the period at the
end of chapter 7:25 ( OsinO ), by that time the misunderstandings
about the law and the misassumptions about it shouldnOt rear thei
ugly heads any more.

- Now itOs not that the law isnOt going to be talked about any mor
because it isNit gets mentioned in (:2, 3, 4, & 7) N but the issue is

that itOs not going to be described now in a way that you would ha
to come along and say, OWow, | never realizetihat

- No. WhatOs going to be said about it is going to be said now in \
of all of the corrective doctrine having done its job so that you
perceive the law properlyNand itOs only going to be mentioned no
when it comes to fully understanding and appreciating the mechan
of living under grace

- Because thatOs really what weOve got here nowNthese first 13 \
of chapter 8 end the doctrine regarding our fundamental sanctified
position Oin Christ,O by picking up the concept that 6:14 declared
when it said, For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are
not under the law, but under gra€N and now (8:1) goes on from
there to describe the mechanics of putting our position in Christ int
practiceunder grace

- So itOs not really corrective doctrine that weOre getting any longerNbut
doesnOt mean that similar kinds of format and similar kinds of presentatio
canOt be utilized any longer, but since the nature of the doctrine has chiar
would only be natural to expect to find a slightly different style of presenta
or format to be used, simply because the kind of doctrine is now different
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- And we need to just recognize that issue for nowNwe need to recognize
that weOre getting different doctrine than we were getting in chapter 7Nand
we need to have that kind of doctrine (this different doctrine we get in
chapter 8) to be in the forefront of our thinking and to be the thing that
influences the way we look at all the words that make up this body of
doctrineN(such as the words of logic, the English grammatical markings,
the packets of information, and the components that go to make the whole
thing up).

- You need to appreciate that, any time youOre going through a
whole form of doctrindlike what we have here in Romans chapter
6:1-8:13), and you realize that that form of doctisieomposed

of differentways of presenting the information because different
things needed to be said in this entire form of dodiespecially

a section that was just corrective from its beginning to its endNsince
| know, therefore, that IOm Oshifting gearsO so to speak, throughout
the entire form of doctrine, the thing that influences me the most;
from section to section, and from component to component within
that form of doctrineis the STYLE of doctrine that IOm dealing

with.

- Not so much the nuances of format that may happen to be
utilized.

- Because, my understanding is, that the kind of dogtrine
itself, governs the way in which the English words of logic
and grammar are going to be used

- And thatOs just good and proper communication in written form.
(Especially when whatOs being communicated isnOt just casual
information, but, for example, when youOre reprimanding
someoneNor chewing them out, you may still use the same words
(even the words of logic) as you did in casual conversation, but
youOre going to frame them far differently than if you were just
talking about the weather: your words are going to have some punch
to them and some strength to them that they didnOt necessarily
convey in casual conversation. _YouOre going to change your style

- And when we see that information takes on vargiylesthroughout a

form of doctrineNthat is a big deBlbecause it makes it so that your mind
comes along and acknowledges that the various components that make up a
form of doctrine can be identified for what they are, and let the style always
govern your viewpoint in regard to the sense & sequence of each component
that there is to that form of doctrine
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- Well, the upshot of all that is that, since | know, therefore, that beginning
verse 1, here, of chapter 8Nthat the corrective doctrine in connection with
law is DONE now, and weOre going to now start dealing with putting our
sanctified position in Christ into practice UNDER GRACENI know,
therefore, that what IOve got here is information that pertatimes toechanics
of thatNand that is what is going to govern my thinking regarding the
structure that it takes.

- So everything that is going to be said in these 13 verses, is going to be s
the context of presenting the kind of understanding IOm now ABLE to hav
regarding making my position in Christ a reality in the details of my life.

- | know itOs NOT going to take place by putting myself under the |
itOs only going to take place by putting myself under graceNnow,
whatOs that all amount to?

- And you begin to learn that beginning in (:1).

- Notice in (:1) we have at@refore - this tells us that this body of
information_is supposed to connect with previous information.

- LetOs see some things about how that connection is supposed tc
made.

- Once weOve been reminded of just how what is said here in the first 13-
of Romans 8 connects properly with what weOve just been presented witt
the doctrine of our godly sanctified position Oin ChristO N we should be a
to see a little more clearly that in this entire form of doctrine, we really are
being given information in these 13 verses in a UNIQUE STYLE

- And itOs in this unique style because of the nature of the information
contained in it that we now need to fully operate upon

- And you should get that idea (or at least | get that idea) from the
phrases and the terminology that God has the apostle Paul utilize

- Because, even though weOre not interested in any detail right now, if yo
read through the passage, you should realize that by the time you get to (;

(for instance), Paul has said enough in just those first 4 verses NNNNN
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NN and by the information that heOs set forth thereNyouOre supposed to
understand that GodOs providing you with the ability to have a particular
MIND-SET nowthat really is supposed to govern your whole life from

this point on.

- And you see that, for example, in vss. 6 & 7 when he sEyrs,td)
be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and
peace. Because the carnal mind is enmity against Gad

- By the time you get to the effectual working of verses 5 and
following, God is now describing the kind of MINReOre supposed
to have.

- WeOre supposed to havegirualO mindNand therefore be, as )
he said, §piritually mindedO WeOre not supposed to have a OcarnalC
mind.

- Now, all IOm after right now in talking about that is that the unique style of
presentation that HeOs utilizingN(as He teaches us the issue of putting our
position in Christ into practiceuccessfullyin the details of our lives)Nthe

way He goes about and does that is to really utilize expressions and
terminology that kind of gathers together everything that weOve already beer
taught that is supposed to be operating in our Remdi all those
misunderstandings and misassumptions and blockages and hindrances and
everything caused by the improper viewpoint and improper thinking in
connection with the law has now been displacedNall this proper
understanding and appreciation that was originally set forth in the first 14
verses of the 6th chapter are now being put into place.

- And you have torecognizethat thatOs what is going on here
(ThatOs why IOm spending so much time on this issue of styleNyou
have to be able to connect what is said in 8:1-13 with all that has
been taught to you from 6:1-14, especially, and really 6:1-7:25!)

- And this information is now going to comprise our MINDNitOs now going
to comprise our THINKING.

- And, again, youOve got to (itOs absolutely imperative) that youOve
got to be able to look at this passage as an overall body of
information or doctrine or instruction in righteousness that doesnOt
just happen in a vacuumRNbut it can only now be said in light of

all that has gone on from 6:1-7:25 that now makes it possible to say
what is being said here.
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- And 10m intentionally teaching it to you the way that | amNor
introducing it the way that | amNso that you realize this, and so the
(because of how hugely important this section of doctrine is to the
rest of your lifeNto you beinguccessfuin putting your sanctified
position in Christ into practice) N 10m introducing it to you this way
so that you donOt make it just an intellectual exewigest an
amassing of a category of doctrime that itOs not just a theological

study, or theory or anything along those linesNbut that itOs a living
thing in youNit lives in youNit becomes youNit becomes your
mindNthe way you mind your lifeNitOs a living reality in you that h
a real, lasting, moment-by-moment effect upon every detail in your
life!

- When | talked to you earlier about the corrective doctrine being over and
everythingNthatOs perfectly trueNand the style of the teaching changes h
now, and since corrective doctrine is designed to get rid of false informatic
erroneous information or information thatOs got some problems with itNiw|
youQre dealing with the kind of doctrine weOve got here in the beginning
chapter 8, the issue now is not getting rid of something that shouldnOt be
itOs now an issue of establishing somethindH&ULD be there (in your
mind/in your thinking)!

- And now itOs an issue of establishing a particular kind of thirdty
putting it in its proper pladéitOs putting it in its place and allowing it to take
up its residence thefso to speak), and make itself at home thainel_occupy
that place like it is designed to.do

- And all that is why it is important to understand something about the sty
writing that does thatNand to do that Paul is going to start using expressio
and terminology that sometimes (in a sense) almost Ocome out of the blu
because heOs never used them before.

- But the truth of the matter is, hasused them before, just not by
these expressions!

- Because all the information that goes into the expressions he use
here and what all these expressions mean has already been given

- Now it is a matter of taking that information and describing it for
what it iswhen itOs properly functioning in our mindNwhen it
becomes out mindNwhen it becomes our thinking.

- And thatOs why we went over those first 14 verses of chapter 6.
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- And you really have to have that in your mind as you approach chapter 8.

- Because in chapter 6, you have those first 10 verses, and then you
get to that exhortation in verses 11-13 to put what you just learned
in verses 1-10 into practi¢e a very general way:

11 Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed
unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.
12 Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye
should obey it in the lusts thereof.

13 Neither yield ye your members as instruments of
unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God,
as those that are alive from the dead, and your members
as instruments of righteousness unto God.

- And the whole issue in those first 10 verses was the fact that youOre
taught all about yousew identityNyouOre taught what is the new
reality in connection with you now that you are justified unto

eternal lifeNyouOre no longer alive to sin and dead unto God;
youQOrelead to sin and alive unto Go@YouOve been sanctified!)

- And the issue first and foremost (i.e., before you can ever get to
the detailsand the particular mechanieshow to do that) you first
had to be confronted with the reality of your new identity being
baptizedinto ChristNand most importantly, you have RECKON

it to be soNthe issue is to first of all acknowledge the reality of:
thatOs who you are, and youQOre going to operate on that from this
point on!

- And that issue of WHO YOU ARE IN CHRISWho God has

made you to be now that you have been justified unto eternal life,
and by beindaptized into Jesus Chrsil that issue that you

learned about, and that you haeekonedo be the reality of who

you areNthat is now picked up in chapter 8:1ff and what was given
as general information concerning who God has made you to be,
now gets detailed information and the analyzed mechanics to make
it not just an acknowledged reality, but now it has to become a
WORKING reality for you!

- And really, it couldnOt become a fully working redbiyyou at the

end of (:13) of chapter 6 because we had some improper information
sitting in our minds with respect to thev and with respect to our
fleshthat got in the way of making that a working reality for us!
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- And that improper information was always going to be
fighting against that doctrine you learned in those first 10
verses of chapter 6Nyour flesh in connection with that law
was going to fight against the reality of who you now are O
ChristO and it was going to make it so that you wouldnOt b
able to successfully put your position in Christ into practice

- But thatOs all been dealt withNthatOs all been displacedNand wi
that being displaced and disposed of, the issue is now for the reali
what those first 13 verses of Romans 6 (that we were taught aboult
ourselves) to take up their proper paosition in our minds and to rule
and reign in our mindsUNCHALLENGED !

- And itOs that very approach that you need to have in order to confront tr
phraseology and this terminology that you get now in chapter 8, in these fi
13 versesNbecause itOs all terminology and phraseology about our positi
Christ AS IT TAKES UP ITS LIVING RESIDENCE WITHIN OUR MINDS
and becomethe governor of our mindswith respect to ourselves!

- And you need to understand that in order to understand and
appreciate the full power of whatOs goingnahese first 13 verses.

- ThatOs why, when you get down to the conclusion in (:12-13), it
rherefore, brethren, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live after t
flesh. For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through th
Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall@ive

- And that conclusion is not just a OlogicalO conclusionNnoNthatO
conclusion of a confident understanding and appreciation of exactl
how we LIVE our sanctified position in Christ in the details of our
livesN(the living, working of it).

- And when (8:13) ends what it says, we know exactly what to do
when alust of the flesttonfronts us. N And we confidently know
exactly what to do with thatNno if, ands, or buts!

- And the only way that is a reality is when our minds &t @ of
what these first 13 verses are talking aboutNwhen all that has take
up its proper residence in our mindsNwhen it occupies our minds
without a shadow of a doubf who we are Oin ChristO and all that is
now governing our thoughtnd governing our responiseall the
details of our lives as they occur.
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- Well, thatOs probably taking it a little farther than we needed to take it, but |
just wanted to kind of go over the scope of the passage and draw your
attention to this unique style of presenting the doctrine here so that you can
get a sense of what itOs designed to do in its effectual working.

- Because in a sense, this is the antithesis of what all the misunderstanding
was regarding the law and our flemhd what it was doing in us until it got
swept out of the way and removed by the effectual working of 6:15-7:25.

- And | know that going over all this issue of the style of the presentation of
the information my seem tedious or non-productiveNbut it really is
productive and it really is important.

- | know that you could just pretty much skip what weOve been
talking about for the last few Bible classes and just jump right in
to the passage and start dealing with the outline and the summary
statements and then the details of the doctrineNand you could do
that and gain some measure of the benefits of the doctrine.

- But what IOm after is an appreciation for the way in which this
concluding section to the fundamerfaim of doctrine for our
sanctificatiomN the way itOs supposed to do its jNiwhat itOs
designed to be doing!

- 1tOs not academic informatiohOs information that forms THE
LIFE OF YOUR MINDNis what it really comes down to.

- And thatOs NOT just a theoretical concept!!!

(Go s-lI-0-w-I-y"

- And thatOs why itOs important to stop and take notice of the style
of the passageNof the phrases and terms that Paul is going to
utilizeNbecause all the terminology heOs going to be utilizing is
terminology and phraseology that is descriptive of and
manifestations of the reality of our sanctified position in Christ
functionally living in our mindSland functionally taking up its
residence in our mindi&nd becoming our governing thoughts

about ourselves

- And that should become increasingly apparent to you as we go
down through all the details of the sectionNbecause the truth of the
matter is, the very words, terms, and phrases God has Paul use
actually generates in your thinking the defining/design of those terms.
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- And itOs those very worttgt are going to take up their residence i
youNitOs those wordbat will effectually work within youNand itOs
thoseexactwords that will producéhe functional life of your mind
from now and forever moteThatOs how important this is!!!

- For example, by the time you get through the first 4 verses and ¢
to what it said in verses 5 & 6 as you start dealing with the details
thingsNyou get that expressiorF@r to be carnally minded and tit

to be spiritually minde@ N you canOt go to a dictionary (Greek or
otherwise), look up the expressiaratally minde® or €piritually
minded N or even look up the individual wordsamhallyO and
Onindedd and $piritually® N and on a dictionary basis, understand
what that is!

- Because heOs not talking about a theoretical conceptNheOs talk
about the reality of whatOs supposed to be (at kzstu@lly

minded) - heOs talking about the reality of whatOs supposed to b
THE issue in our thinking about ourselves properly.

- ThatOs why (:5) starts off witRdd they that are after the
flesh do mind the things of the fleSHN weOre not supposed
to be thinking about ourselves in connection with our
flesiNweOre not supposed to haveiadthat is full of or
occupied withthe things of the flesh

- Rather, weQOre supposed to hawenal that is occupied with
the things of the Spirit

- And the issue is, that weQOre in a position right nowNthrough the
effectual working of everything that has taken place up until this
point, forthe things of the flesdio have been removed, (so to speak),
from our mindsN(to be served an eviction notice, so to speak, and
told to Oget out!O) N youOre going to be replaced now, not just wi
the theory of what chapter 6 taught us about ourselves and the rec
of who we are in ChristNbut now our minds are going to embrace
those thingsNtell them to take up residenceid tell the to LIVE ;

and to be the former and shaper of our thoughts from now on!

- And for every thought that gets generated in our minds (from with
that it gets generated on the basis of this living, functional reality o
who we are in Christ! _And for every thought that enters our mind
from without, that it has to get permission to continue on as a thou
based upon who we are in Chiist
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- Well, I just wanted to go over this to underscore the measure of the
effectual working of what weOre being taught hereNand what this is
designed to do as we go down through it, and as it takes the issue of the
knowledge of our sanctified position in Christ and makes it the LIVING
reality in usthat it was taught to us to be the positional realityoatk there
in those first 13 verses of chapter 6.

- And hopefully this will help you realize why you get all this kind of
phraseology and terminologyNand allow you to see that all those terms are
designed to take the knowledge that weOve already learned about who we ai
Oposition-in-Christ-wiseO as beiegd to sirandalive unto Godn
righteousnessand that weOveckonedo be the reality of who we are, and

to make it so that itOs at home withinarsl it becomes the governor and the
former and the shaper and discerner and the permit-er etc., that takes place i
connection with our mindsNit begins to live thereNand have its designed
influence there.

- Now, that all may make a measure of sense right nowNbut as you
go down through the details of the passage, it will do even more
than that as you get into those details.

- Because the truth of the matter is, that if all you had was the
information that was given to you at the end of those first 13 verses
of chapter 6, (even though you get all that corrective doctrine
contained in 6:15-7:25) N the truth is that if you didnOt know
anything that is said to you in these 13 verses of chapter 8, you
really wouldnOt haveGONFIDENT understanding and

appreciation for the issue of successfully putting your position in
Christ into practice.

- YouOd know how NOT to do itNand how it cath be doneNbut
in a sense, you would say, OBut how do | do it?0O

- Because the truth is, that the effectual working of the information
contained in Romans 6:1-13 is not designed to be able to have it so
that thatMIGHTILY lives within you!

- The only way that information can mightily and completely and
victoriously and successfully live within you is that, an enemy had
to first be conquerddaind the enemy is the misunderstanding about
the lawNand that had to be conquered and displaced and gotten rid
of and removed from the territory so that the truth of those first 13
verses of Romans 6 can now take up residence in the mind!
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- Not just to be a OconceptO thatOs there in the mindNbut to actus
be the LIFE of the mind!

- And thatOs what these first 13 verses of Romans 8 provides for.
They take that information of Romans 6:1-13, and they INSTALL
it in the mindNand the mind becomesSPIRITUAL!

- And in a similar way in which an installation of something
provides for it to now workNin that similar way, thatOs whal
IS going on here.

- And having it installed properig the issueN because when
that installation happens you get it fully installed so that it
can now fully function in your mintike God designed it to

in order to produce the full, functional lif®s been designed
to giveyou. (by grace through faith)

- Well, hopefully you have, by now, a pretty good handle on what | have c:
this Ounique styleDall the phraseology and terminology (many new terms)
that gets presented to you in the first 13 verses of Romans chapter 8.

- And if you see thatNif you see itOs really there, then the next thing we ne
to do is to begin looking at the structure or outline to these 13 verses.

- And when you look at the terminology, phraseology, and those English
words of logic, do you see some places where there are some verses that
naturally grouped together that form a smaller section or component to the
overall 13 verses?

- You have to remember that since we have only been given the
doctrine of putting our sanctified life in Christ into practice under
grace in a general wayNa way that taught us of the POSITIONAL
Reality of who God has made us to be Oin Ghiéand then, before
going on, we had to deal with all that improper thinking about the
law and ourflestN ... in a sense, we still have a hanging question:
OHow do we get that abounding grace that justified us abounding
even more in our sanctified life?Nhow do we get that abounding
grace operating in us to restrain sin in our members and empower
us to producéruit unto holines30

- OHow do wevalk in newness of lifeé0Q
- OHow does our position in Christ go from a positional retality

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- When you examine these 13 verses, | think there are a couple of things that
immediately kind of jump out at you.

- First thing is that you notice that just in the first 4 verses you have
a phrase that gets repeated word-for-word:

1 There is therefore now no condemnation to them
which are in Christ Jesustho walk not after the flesh,
but after the Spirit

4 That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled
in us,who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit

- So in order to begin answering those hanging questions about
how we are to get grace abounding in our sanctified life and get
that power of grace to operate in us in order to deal with sin in our
members and to restrain it, and then to getalking in newness

of lifeNGod makes a very easy-to-graspnnectionbetween that

and what we are confronted with in just the first 4 verseslk{ng)

- And the further details (going from our general understanding and
appreciation from 6:1-13) - the further details are now picked up
and dealt with by that repeated exhortationvai@walk not after

the flesh, but after the Spi

- And my understanding is that contained within those 2 phrases
is the more detailed understanding of beirgjructed in
righteousnedsthat is, being instructed in the advanced details of
how we are tavalk in newness of liféand that advancement on

that issue is to take the doctrine we were given in 6:1-13 and now
we can begin talking about it aglking after the Spifiand the
information contained in verses 2, and 3, and the first half of verse
4 instructs us to now put that information in the proper place in our
minds.

- Therefore, my understanding is that the first 4 verses of Romans 8
go together to make up one major component or unit of this section:
Romans 8:1-4 forms one unit or one packet of information.

- Romans 8:1-4s the information that is designed to effectually work within
us to produce in our minds that we can ONLY put our sanctified position in

- Therefore since it is a further amplification of those first 4 verses,
you would expect to find that contained in this unit or component
would be the OmeatO of the entire passageNor form the body of
information that has the most detail and defined information of all
the doctrine youOre going to be getting here in (:1-13).

- And my understanding is, thatOs exactly what you do find.

- The way | understand it, the major body of information to this
Onstruction in righteousnegsof the mechanics of how we are to
live under the abounding power of grace and put our sanctified
position in Christ into effect is found in verses 5-11.

- These 7 verses are one big package of informationNbecause wh:
they do is to take what the first 4 verses have declared, and provic
for that to become a realityNa living reality with real mightiness o i
and these verses in particular make Owalking after the SpiritO the
living reality in your life that it is supposed to be.

- So (:5-11) are a whole unit when it comes to producing the full
reality that the first 4 verses declared you need to have: Owalking
after the Spirit and not after the flesh.O

- But if youOre a little skeptical of thatNbecause if youOve been
reading this over and over and spending some time with itNyou
probably see that there could be another component to this.

- And what | mean by that is, when you read (:5-11), it should be
apparent to you that there could be a division made in these 7 vers

- Things seem to change a little in (:9-11).
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- And there are a couple of things that Otip you offO to that:

- One is just the subtle shift of stytleat occurs beginning
at (:9) - because verses 9-11 read a little differently than
verses 5-8.

- The other thing is the use of the Owords of logicO - notice
in (:8) - ®o then.....O - that$ the® acts as a kind of

mini conclusionNand it is your ending of a first part of
information to the main body of information that makes it
so that you kind of Oturn a cornerO (so to speak) in your
thinking, and then bring the remaining matter to bear on
your mind so that the reality of Owalking after the SpiritO
becomes the reality in your life.

- And so you have (:5-8) working as a Opart 10 or Olst PartO to the
core doctrineNand then (:9-11) act as a Opart 20 or O2nd PartO - an
the effectual working of that 2nd Part makes that 1st Part happen.

- In other words its the information contained in (:9-11)

that make Ominding the things of the Spirit and not minding
the things of the flesie@tually happen in your lifeN(:9-11)
make Ominding the things of the S@irdiving reality in

your lifeNand when that happens, you AREvalking after

the SpiritO

- And those 7 verses of :5N:11 are all designed to take what is in
them and install properly into your mind the mightily living reality
that @valking after the Spirt is achieved ONLY by minding the

(And it takes 2 components of information to do that).

- And finally, (and the easiest thing to pick out) is that (:12-13) form the
conclusion of the matter. (:12) Begins withTdhérefor®.

- 12 Therefore, brethren, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to
live after the flesh.

13 For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through
the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live.
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- But the conclusion of (:12-13) is designed to not simply conclude
the matter because a conclusion needs to take placeNbut to
conclude it in a way that you have the FULL CONVICTION and
the FULL CONFIDENCE of what it saysNso that you have the
conviction ofknowing without a shadow of a doubt how to
functionally live in the details of your life unto God by putting

your position in Christ into practice confidenthssuredlyno ifs

ands or buts!

- And so powerful is that conclusionN(especially :13) N that (:13)
will become the one verse that will act as the defining verse for a
Christian to utilize for living functionally unto GodNit ithe verse

you will use for dealing with personal sin in your lifeNit is the verse
that you should be taken to in order to act upon it so as to know th:
you are functionally alive, that you are walkiafer the Spirit that

you are walking imewness of lifethat you areninding the things

of the SpiriNthat you are Oin fellowshipO N

- In other words, it is Romans 8:13 and not | John 1:9 that you are
to use to be assured of being Oin fellowshipO - or of being spiritua
and functionally alive!

- And what youOre left with at the end of (:13) is the fully realized,
fully understood, fully appreciated, and fully operational confident
certainty that ONLY GRACE (and not the law) has the power to

restrain sin in my members and produce functional life unto God!

- So in view of that overall general outline of Romans 8:1-13Nyou should
that what youOve got in the totality of these first 13 verses of chapter 8 is
installation of the truth concerning your position in CiNfst just being a
part of your thinking as a positional theory (so to speak), but it gets installe
your mind as the reality that it is concerning who you reallyléeewise, Oin
ChristO - and so that it becorgesir mind, and everything youOre going to ¢
from this point on now, in your Christian life, is going to be governed by th
mind of who you are Qin Christ.O

IN SUMMARY::
- Everything that has taken place by the corrective doctrine
regarding the law has now been uprooted and thrown out, so to sp

- Therefore, this passage has these 3 major sections to itNwith the
middle section (:5-11), which actually achieves, by what it says, the
spiritually mindedssue ofwalking after the Spirit

- Verses 5-11 actually achieves thatNthatOs what itOs
effectual working is designed to do.

- And it has these 2 components to it to accomplish that.

- (:5-8) makes sure you understand exactly what Owalking
after the SpiriD is comprised of, and what itOs not comprised
of.

- And then once you know what it is comprised of, (:9-11)
comes along, and by what it says, it makes sure that youOre

- And with that, (:12-13) concludes the whole matter with the
convicting conclusionthat youOre able lige unto God
knowledgably confidently without a shadow of a doutttat you are
doing it!
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- And thatOs what all of the issues involved in your fundamental
understanding and appreciation of your godly sanctification would
have you to doNin fact, in light of the abounding of grace involved
in your justification, now in your sanctification, thatOs what you
want to be able to doNand the truth of the matter is, as far as being
dead unto sin and alive unto GatlatOs what all the information in
8:1-13 is designed to bring you to.

- And then you cap off your sanctification with your sonship status and get
established in your sonship education and edificationNso you can now tak
that sanctified position of beiradive unto Gogdwith the functional reality of
walking after the Spiriandliving unto God and you can finish the renewing
of your mind with the detailed knowledge of the godly thinking that God w:
you to haveNso that youOre not just not fulfilling the lusts of the flesh, but
youOQre fulfilling the will of God in the details of your life.

(2) The_unique stylef the way this body of information is
presented is designed to take the doctrine you were given i
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6:1-13 and install it properly into your mind so that it is no
longer just a positional realityput it now becomes a living
reality. And the style in which it is set, with all the specific
terminology and phraseology is designed to make this
doctrinemightily live in youNso that it becomes the very
life of your mind (You becomespiritually minded)

- YouOre not getting any new doctrine hereNwhat
youOQre getting is the doctrine you were taught, and
after all the corrective doctrine has done its job and
cleaned out all the erroneous thinking about the law,
these terms and phrases are going to take the
doctrine you learned in 6:1-13 and install them in
your mind.

(3) The final thing to bear in mind is what these first 4
verses are designed to doNas we noted in our basic outline
of 8:1-13Nand that is, because we were previously told that
in order to get the abounding power of grace that justified us
unto eternal life to now abound even more in our functional,
sanctified life we are tceckonourselves to be what God has
made us to be Oin ChristO N

- Also, we have what seems to be a rather odd usberetore®
because it seems to be used at the beginning of a body of informa
And if you just merely cracked your Bible open to Rom. 8:1, thatOs
how it would seemNkind of out of placeNbut itOs not out of place
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- This @herefor® is being used as a conclusionNit is conclusiveN
but in a sense it is only conclusive because of what has been going
on before.
- It is the Greek Inferential Partickera = properly
translated
Qherefor® = consequently, therefore, then, thus, so, etc.

- And this is a powerful English word of logic. And I say it that way
because the power of this wdftereforemakes it so that you canOt
merely open up your Bible to Romans 8:1 and expect to take what
is written there as an isolated textTk@refor® wonOt permit you

to do that!)

- It makes you stop and realize that all that is contained in
what these first 13 verses are saying, not only is said in light
of whathasbeen said and what has gone on beforeNbut it
makes you realize that in order to understand what is being
said here properly, you MUST be able to connect this
information with some previous informatidand itOs not

just the most recent preceding information in chapter 7, but
it connects all the way back to where this body of
information all begalRwhich is all the way back to those

first 13 verse of Romans chapter 6!

- In other words, thithereforeacts as a kind of controlter
that is, it controls how this is to be understood and
appreciatedNand it controls the information in such a way
that you go back far enough, but also that you donOt make
the mistake to go back too fafi.e., that you donOt make the
stupid mistake of taking this back to something that was
said about youpustification!

- And when (:1) starts out in chapter 8, itOs designed to take the B
inability of the law to do what everybody thought it could do, thatOs
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obvious proof and clear understanding now that all you get is
CONDEMNATION from that thing—and you CANNOT put your
position in Christ into practice on the basis of it—it will condemnyou
as being unable to do that.

- And it asserts the reality of that in just a few words—and then it ties
it immediately in with 6:14 (which was the conclusion of the first 13
verses of chapter 6) — in which the issue of our sanctified position
in Christ was taught to us, was declared, and was stated that, in
connection with being now under gracewith that sanctified position
in Christ, sin shall not have dominion over, aad we will be able to
“live” and put our sanctified position into practice!

- So what (8:1) is doing now is that it is taking all the corrective

- Eternal security is a true and sound Bible doctrine, but the
has already been totally addressed and dealt with and fully
proven in detail back in Romans chapter 5!

- But condemnatioris also an appropriate term to use to talk about
you as a justified Christian with eternal securityNbut in view of you
sanctified life, you have the very real possibility of undergoing a
condemnatiorin regard to your functional lifento God!

- And thecondemnatiorof Romans 5 and theondemnatiorof
Romans 8 ARE NOT TALKING ABOUT THE SAME THING!

- And by paying attention to the context, you not only should know
that thecondemnatioribeing spoken about in 8:1 isnOt talking about
anything whatsoever to do with our justification or eternal security,
but by paying attention to the context, you should know exactly wh
the condemnatiorbeing spoken about here isNand you should know
why the wordcondemnatioris the most excellent term to use here
and why it should be used this way.
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- You should know that theondemnatiorbeing spoken about here
in 8:1 isthe condemnation that the law served upvhen you

would foolishly try to put your sanctified life in Christ into practice
underneath it!

- And all that terminology from Romans 6:15-7:25 that
talked about what your functional life became under the
law told you thatuinder the lawyou became functionally
dead you becamsainful (full of sin); you became a
wretched matn GodOs sight.

- Themotions of sins worked in your members to bring forth
fruit unto deaththelaw of your mind was brought into
captivity to the law of sin and deatind so forth and so on.

- Thereforecondemnations what happens to a justified Christian
who tries to sanctify himself under the law.

- In other words, there ondemnationn connection with
justification (i.e., when a person rejects the gospel of Christ)
and there igsondemnatiorin connection with sanctification
(when a person rejects grace and tries to sanctify himself
under the law).

- (And it follows precisely that terncondemnation
- It expresses in the strongest term poss#ndOs intense

disapproval of you trying to sanctify yourself underneath
that law.

- It expresses just what you are in GodOs sight under the law:

- You are guilty in your conduct and behavior
instead of restraining sin in your life, you became
full of it Bfull of sin (GinfulO)!

- And there is a judgment or damnatory sentence
rendered: your functional life now becomes
functional death in GodOs sight!

- Therefore, just as Paul said at the end of it all
(7:24) - you are condemned under the law to a
body of functional death
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- And my understanding is that when you get to the end of 7:25, e\
though the actual ternrc@hdemnatio® hasnOt been used throughou
all the corrective doctrine, youOve been told things there that are
supposed to have generated in your thinking that thatOs exactly w
you end up beingnder the law CONDEMNED!

- And when you get to 8:1, youOre not supposed to be
surprised or shocked or even taken back by this statement;
in fact, you should have reached that understanding and
appreciation already!

- Under the law system, all | ever end up getting is
condemnatiorto my functional lifeNI end up getting
functional death

- But under that grace systemNthat grace that would have |
understand and appreciate what my Redeemer did to not o
redeem me justification-wiséut what He did to redeem me

- Why? Becausander gracds the power to put my
sanctified position in Christ into practiceNamthder grace

- ThecondemnatiorPaul is talking about is trondemnatiorne

just described back in Ch. 7 that comes from the law as the Oyoke
bondageO that it isNand as the manifester of sin that it isNand as 1
strength of sihat it is.

- And when you put yourself under that law system, instead of beir
commendedby God (blessed & spoken well of) as one that is living
unto Him, the law wilcondemnyou as one who isot living unto

Him!

- And it will condemn you as one who still has signingand
havingdominionover you!

- But here youQre not being told you are condemned to functional death; \
being told you are NOT condemriéiouit youOre not condemned merely
because you are Oin ChristO - but because you are OinADistOu are
walking after the Spirit!
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- And here is where you get into a big problem if you follow the
scholars corrupted doctrine that comes from the corrupted Greek
texts that they used to make up their so-called Bibles.

- We will address this in more detail a little later on, but if you take

- And the power of that doctrine contained in 6:1-10 especially, was
so designed to effectually work to make the reality of your identity

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- And therefore thatOs why God can take all that previous informat

- (That expression: itOChristO should have some real

- Though we today do not often place a personOs title, rant
official name, or other designation of dignity, in any other
position than immediately preceding his name, (e.g. Queen
Elizabeth; President Bush; General Patton, etc.), such
designations can be attached to the name in other ways.

- And though at the present time we do not commonly do it
in English, (even though it certainly can be done), it is ofter
a very common feature in other languages, including both
Hebrew and Greek.

- But since we do not employ this feature very often, (at lea
not today), this makes it so that when we do come across i
we might not readily appreciate why it is being done.
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- The most common reason for attaching a personOs title,
rank, or other designation of dignity, to his name in an
Oout of the ordindByway is to make it stand out; to have
attention drawn to it; to have it emphasized for some
particular reason or purpose.

- And when it comes to GodOs use dds@s Chrigd and
CChrist Jesu® this is much the same reason.

- First of all, we need to appreciate the fact flestisvas
the name of our Lord in His humanity, here on this earth,
and will be forever more associated with His humanity.

- (Jesus = Jehovah is salvationNa form of Joshua)

- And as far as His surname, He was always named
in connection with where He was from: hence,
Qlesus of Nazareth

- ChristO is not our LordOs name as much as it is His title,
rank, or designation of His dignity.

- (Christ = the Lord®s Anointed or The Messiah)

- The word ChristO primarily comes from the Davidic
Covenant(i.e. from the doctrine of the mechanical means
by which God would put His Jehovah-ness into effect).

- And as such@hristO is a designation; something like a
titleNit designates the one who bears it as being the one
spoken about in the Davidic Covenant.

- Ano[, of course, this is who Jesus is, being Othe Son of
GodO; being Adonai Jehovah enfleshed in the line of the
seed of David as per the dictates of the Davidic Covenant.

- Hence, the designatioCtristO is first and foremost
attached to JesusO name to identify Him as being the one of
whom the Davidic Covenant speaks

- Wherefore Jesus is calledeSus the Chrigb or @esus
Christ,O with this particular combination of His nhame and
designation being the most fundamental one, and conveying
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the most fundamental information about Him.

- However, when this fundamental and usual combination c
name and designation is reversgu also when the title/
designation ChristO is used all by itself), this is done in orde
to lay the emphasis upon the title/designatiGhri3tO for
somepatrticular reason

- Hence it is usually done to bring the issue of JesusO
CChrist-nessO (so to speak), to the forefront in our minds,
so that we do not just think about the wo@h@stO as a
designator that identifies the person of Jesus for who He is
but in order that we think about the things that are involved
in Othe doctrine of the Christ,O so that we think about Jest
for what He did, or does, as He accomplishes the things th:
we need to be done ah@©ChristO

- So simply put, &&sus Chrigd is most commonly used wher
there is no reason in the context for specifically drawing ou
attention to anything more than the issue of Jesus in His
person beingtle ChristO

- On the other handQ@rist Jesu® is most commonly
used when there is reason in the context for
specifically drawing our attention to JesusO
OChrist-ness,O so that the focus of our attention an
thinking is upon the issue of His accomplishments
as @he ChristO

- And thatOs exactly whatOs going on here in Romans 8:1 and ff.

- Everything we are going to be operating onNand everything that |
to be effectually working within us to produce the truth and the real
of our godly sanctification to now become the life of our mindNin
order to put our sanctified position in Christ into practice N none of
it is based upon who we are, and the power and capacity and dign
of our fleshNespecially our flesh under the law system!

- NoNwe, (even in sanctification), could not produce functional life
ourselvesNwe were (and we still are) in a predicament where we h
to have someone do for us what we cannot do for ourselves, and r
only that, but then to give it to us by grace through faith!
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- And by shifting the positions ofl&us Chrigd to Ohrist Jesu®

it causes us to appreciate that within this context, there is special
reason to, and special emphasis being put uporChesbnesO of

the Lord Jesus to have accomplished our new and powerful identity
that we have Oin ChristO through the Spirit baptizing us into Him
and His death, burial, and resurrectionNso that we fully recognize
and properly understand and appreciate that the energy, power, and
capacity for our functional life to function unto God is NOT because
of our fleshly power, but because of His Jehovah-ness being put into
effect for usNand we are full beneficiaries of His work!

- And now we have to have pumped up in our thinking that, being
full beneficiaries of His Jehovah-ness and grace in regard to our

- These last 10 words of Romans 8:1 are the basis for a great deal of
controversy within the ranks of Bible scholars, teachers, Bible correctors,
pastors, professors, and commentary writers.

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- One major reason we can limit ourselves to dealing with only the context
evidence, is because we have that evidence right now, right in front of our
Nall of the other evidence is out of our view and out of most of our frame ¢
referencesNtherefore no matter what it is, it would be weéthan the
contextual evidence.

- By the way, 10m not saying that all that external evidence isnOt
important, because itis. In fact, all the evidence that comes from t
manuscripts and all the evidence that comes from the early church
fathers actually backs up the KJ!

- Because in the OmajorityO of the texts, the last 10 words of
Romans 8:1 are found there.

- The argument of those who oppose the last 10 words of
Romans 8:1 can be boiled down to one major issue in their
mindsN Qolder is bettér N that is, they would argue that
the last 10 words of (:1) are missing from some (a very few
ancient manuscripts that seem to date back farther than the
manuscripts used by the KJ translators.

- But since God never invested the accuracy of His word in
older manuscripts, (and certainly not in the original
autographs), then it would only be the expected thing to fin
that there would be few, if any, manuscripts laying around t
date back to the original autographs, since they would be o
no value as they got older and worn out, and as newer, fait
copies were made. (God is not an antique collector!)

- | realize that | stand in a very small minority of Bible teachers that believe
that not only do the last 10 words of 8:1 belong there, but that they are
absolutely necessary, needful, and natural to be statecodeaese of what
the context is dealing with

- And 10m not going to go back over all the contextual setting at this point
because we have pretty well covered that in the course of study of the wol
Romans 8:1 up to this point.

- Just a couple of things to remember:
- Thebiggestthing of alNthe condemnatiorbeing spoken of in (:1)

hasnOt got anything to do with justification or the eternally secure
nature of justification.

- Therefore Romans 8:1 gives us the 1st Major Mechanic or Method of ho

- And while nothing was inherently wrong with the law, it appealed
to your flesh to provide the capacity to make it function; and your
flesh, by nature, is too weak to ever produce FL under that law!

- When you got baptized into Jesus Christ, at that very moment,
because you got fully identified with the Redeemer and His
redemption, sin got condemned in your flesh by that baptism.

- @Bod sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flgdh= God
the Father sent God the Son via the 1st mandate of the Da
CovenantNHe enfleshed Himself into the human race as a
real human being (true humanity), capable of havinglaid O
on himD and function as our substitute/kinsman Redeemer.

(In other words, He was fully qualified to ddltb do
the redeeming.)

- O..and for sin® = He did itNHe not only was qualified to Redeet
but He actually did itNHe took on sin and death, a power th
up to that time had gone uncheckedhe world, butvhere
sin abounded, grace did much more abaund

- O..condemned sin in the fles = He was qualified to do it; He
did it; and this is~the result of what He didNa result that is
the very one weOre after: having sin condemned in our fle
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- And that(:)s exactly what the Cross-work of the Lord Jesus
Christ didNit condemnedit put to death}in in the flesh

- The redemption of Christ produced not only a dealing with
sin as to its debt and penalty, but ChristOs redemptive work
on the cross provided for a dealing with the life of sin in the
fleshNand in connection with His burial and resurrection He
provided for sin in the flesh to m®ndemnedto be put to
death) with regard to your sanctified life!

- And you should know exactly where to go in our fundamental
doctrine for our godly sanctification and put your finger on the
very verses that taught you that!

its moral requirementss well.

- And thatOs what sanctification-type-righteousness produc
under the grace system deals with: it deals with our condu
and behavior in functional life unto GodNand it is functional
life that God will accept because ittige righteousnessf His
law fulfilled in us (The exact intended outcome of being
under the law [functional life that equals the righteousness
God] by worksNthe exact intended outcome of that happen
in us when we walk after the Spirit by faith through grace!)

-The truth is, for most Christians and most Bible teachers, these
words arenOt good enough. They make up their own words, their
own phrases, and in most cases their own doctrine and the sequence
of how it all gets done.

- And you end up with terms that have meanings imposed on them
that GodOs word and GodOs context in which He uses His words
simply do not support.

- Such as, Well, now you have to being to erect the

more often than not, followed by little information as to how
thatOs done).

- In fact, taking it straight out of our old_OSimplified
Glossary of Tern® N OOccupied with Christany
stage of spiritual advancement in which the Believer
is characterized by the aggressive pursuit of learning
Bible Doctrine and loyalty to the norms and
standards conveyed by that Doctrife

(But thatOs NOT what youOre taught here!!l)
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- YouOre told that in order to put your sanctification into practice, the first |

end of it, it has produced an unshakable understanding and
appreciation that functional life is what you do haweler grace
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- So since, at the end of (:4), weOre left in a position of needing tevélkirey
after the Spiriexplained to us so that we understand what it is and what it
not, and how it is achieved successiillyb) therefore begins just as we
would expect an explanation to begin:

- And the style-feature or construction-feature that IOm afte
here is that the word@ndO - while it is used in the first
clause, it is also intended or understood by the reader that
IS to be used in the second clause, &x@n though the actual
word, @indO doesnOt appear in the second clauseNand tl
construction makes that just naturally happen in your thinki

- And by saying it the way God says it in (:5), what it does is to dra
all the attention to the main issathand in what it means talk
after the Spiribbr walk after the flesNthe issue ofminding.

- And you arewalking after the flesiwhen you try to sanctify
yourself by getting underneath the law and trying to put your
position in Christ into effect by your own workader that law!

- For now, | just want to focus on the issue that in both clauses the main thing
being told to you now is that the critical issuenafiking or putting your
position in Christ into practice (or not) is the issue of whattkyimk !

- OnindO (Pres. Act. Indrone,w = to think; to have in mind; to
attend or pay attention to; to have a mind set; to be mindec
or mindful)

- And in (:6) we haver@inded - Bor to be carnally minded is death;
but to be spiritually minded is life and pedoe

- Oninded (Nom. Sing. Neufto,nhma = from the root
[phron], meaning, to thinkNplus the [ma] suffixNhence,
the result of thinking; the bend, tendency or inclination of
the mind; hence to have a mind-set)

- So you can see that these are very similar words.

- And this is one great example of a place in the Bible where
theologians attempt to circumvent these words and come up with
what they think is better terminology or phrases to describe what is
going on hereNmostly because they think that words fiitied and
mindedare too simplistic or too vague.

- But, as always, the exact opposite is the trut!iﬁu andminded
are the most excellent terms to useNand thatOs because of a sha
of meaning that they carry that other terms donOt necessarily carn

- For example, when it came to the way we used to describe being
mindful of who we are in ChristNwe came up with the phrase:
Ooccupied with Chriét- and we gave it a whole different meaning
than anything God ever had in mind (no pun intended)!!!!

- When you arenindingsomething you are engaging the will or
volition in order to follow the bend or inclination of the mind.

That is, the will or volition follows or obeys the dominate interest
of the mind. Ifitis the flesh, then it will follow the law with the
result that functional death follows; if it is the Spirit, then functional
life and peace follows.

- The idea of beinguindfulis to have your mind full of your

identity in Christand have that operating in all of your thinking; or
having your mind full of your own fleshly capacttytry and produce
your own functional life under the law.
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- Therefore, to put it simplyfkb mind signifies the never-to-be-
forgotten attention to a thing with the intent to heed to a
particular course of action (see chart)

- But here is where the excellency of the termi@ and @inded make it
so that all other words fall short of being effectual to work properly in our
inner man:

- While other terms are indeed similarNlike occupied, attend to,
regard, heed, noticand so forthNonly the wordnindkeeps you

centered and focused upon what is supposed to be effectually working
in your inner man that is in keeping with the context, and all that God
wants working in you at this point.

- Notice that what we have here in (:5)ifid is the exact same term
we use in a noun form to describe where all our thinking is doneNitOs
done in oumind

- But what we have here is the verbal expression of what that noun
doedNwe either mind the things of the flesit wemind the things
of the Spirit

- And by using the same word to verbalize what the noun signifies,
it constantly and consistently draws our attention to whahim&
as the big issue.

- And, yes, when youém'rlding the things of the flesh/Spirou
are, indeed occupiadith itNbut it is possible to be occupied with
something and at the same time, not be actpadigticing it.

- For example, it is possible to be working at a machine
making wigits, but at the same time you can be occupied
with a girl you just metNor with a baseball gameNor with
a sick child, or some other issue.

- But when younind something, we use that term in a sense
that we normally wouldnOt use occumedome other term.

- And thatOs because we medingwhen we not only want
to talk about what is going on in our thinking, but also it is
used when we want to express what is in our thinking AND
what we are actually doiﬁljn fact, the OED definesnind

in this context as to practice diligentgnd quotes Rom.8:5)!
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- But the beauty and excellency of using the same term in verbal fc
for having something in our thinking AND putting what we are
thinking into actual practice; and the noun word being the jtagse
where the thinking takes place is that:

- when we talk about our mindNor the mind as the whole
rational faculty in usN(and some then go overboard with
charts and diagrams of how thoughts go though the lobes
of the brainNand parse out all thatNand then that gets us
in to psychology and brain science and a whole bunch of
stuff that we have no business getting into)N the beauty of
talking about our mind asindingsomething is that it always
takes us to the issue of ghinking mind .

- And while you can talk about the mind in a whole bunch
of ways and doing a whole bunch of thingsNbut the commc
root reality or radical root concept of the mind is that it is
the mind where restl the POWER OF JUDGMENT!

- And thatOs the critical issue in the mind: it is the place
where all judgments are madeNand THAT is in perfect
keeping with how what you areindingis put into practice

- And beingmindful of what your sanctified position in Christ is in connectio
with where you are supposed to be making critical judgments as to your w
your conduct and your behavior as it pertains to your functional life in Chri
as it gets put into practice IN THE DETAILS your life!

- So we have:

- And now youOre supposed to pause and have that make the imp
it is supposed to make on your inner man.

- And the big issue is that the way in whighlkingis to be
understood, and the way that gets accomplished properly is by

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- Remember that when you are dealing with every one of these terms and
phrases in all of these 13 verses of chapter 8Nevery one of them is governed
and controlled by the context of all that has gone on before itNthey are all
governed and controlled by this major contextual issue of sanctification and
how we are supposed to be putting our sanctified position in Christ into
practiceNeither by our own works producing sanctification-type
righteousness that will then make it so the fruit of our conduct and behavior
will be agreeable to and acceptable to God; producing our own functional life;
and the only way that can be done is by going underneath the law to do itN
OR by GodOs Jehovah-ness producing a sanctification-type righteousness the
will make it so that the fruit of our conduct and behavior will be agreeable
and acceptable to Him; producing functional life for us; and the only way that
can be done is by going under His system of grace: and that means Someone
had to stand in for you, to be your substitute, to Redeem you in a
sanctification senseNand thatOs what Christ did as your Redeemer in the
redemption He performed for youNand now God can then give you
functional life when you respond to it properlyNand that proper response is
faithNbelief in the sanctification work of Christ on the Cross, belief in the
sanctification work of Christ in His burial, and belief in the sanctification

work of Christ in His resurrectionNas well as belief in the work of the Spirit

of God (being in charge of sanctification) to have fully identified you with all
that sanctification work of Christ when the Spirit of God baptized you into
Jesus ChristNand that means to believe or reckon yourself to be in all reality
what you really are in Christ: reckoning yourself to be dead to sin and alive
unto GodNand now in order to get all that put into practice so that you are
now progressively making progress successfully in living unto God in
righteousness with full, acceptable, agreeable functional life in His sight, (to
successfully begin making progress in your functional life), you do it by
walking after all that the Spirit of God has made you to be in Christ, you walk
after the Spirit under grace, not after the flesh under the law.

- And the way you do that (the way you walk after the Spirit) is first of all by
what you OmindO - that is, what is going on in your thinking, the way you
think.

- And when you would try to sanctify yourself under the law, you are walking
after the fleshNand the way thatOs done is by minding or being mindful of the
things of the flesh = and thatOs what a person does when heOs under the law
heOs mindful of all the lawOs hopeful prospect of restraining sin and
motivation to do good by the energy and capacity and function of his flesh.
And thereOs a whole bunch of things under the law that he has to mind and be
mindful ofNbut thereOs two (2) issues involved: what heOs thinking and how
that affects his members (his body), because youOve got to get fruit unto
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holiness going or being produced, not just in your thinking, but through yo!
members as wellNwhich is why you were told what you were back in 6:12
13!

- And even though your intentions and your sencereity and the strength ar
power of your desire is to think and live in righteousness with sin restraine
your life, and then produce fruit unto holiness that is acceptable and agree
to GodNthe fatal flaw in it all is that your flesh is so inherently weak and
functionally dead by nature that when the law comes along and demands
appeals to it for its energy and strength and capacity to be put into effect,
result is your flesh is always making the law weak and it ends in sin and
functional deathNand it does it every timeNso much so that it is considere
law itselfNit will end in functional death every time you try it, no matter hov
hard you try itNsin will always exceed your desire and power.

- But under grace, sin is condemned in my fleshNunder grace the
righteousness of the law is fulfilled in meNmy hope isnOt dashed, itOs
confirmed beyond any shadow of a dowbien Iwalk after the Spirfiwhen |
walk consistent to and respond consistently with who the Spirit of God has
made me to be in Christ.

following the Spirit like a divining rod! (which is where a lot
of goofy things come in like tongues [ecstatic speech], and
OmovingsO of the Spirit, and sensitive to the SpiritOs leadi

- But the context wonOt let you do thatNit wonOt allow that to hapy

- And just as with the worflesh and what it means in this particular
context to beninding the things of the fleNso, too do you have

to bear in mind thattfe things of the Spifit isnOt just talking about
any old thing of the Spirit!
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- For exampleminding the things of the Spirit isn(:)t saying
that you have to mindll the things of the SpiritNnot in this
contextNsuch as in Genesis 1, for example:

from the Greek as well as the context! (sia marti,a)

- And if youOre not careful, youOll come along and treat the terms
fleshandcarnal as nothing more than equal expressions (equonyms);
but theyOre not equalNthey are synonyms, but they donOt mean the
same thing!

- And itOs not the Greek words that demand a change in terms; itOs th
CONTEXT that demands itNand we have the advantage of having
more than one word in the English that can handle the subtle shift in
the context to express with precision and excellency and flawless
accuracy all that the context demands!

- So we can talk abotte fleshin (:5) and then we can talk about it
in a slightly different way in verses 6 and 7 by the use of the words
carnally andcarnal.

- But you need to know why! Why there is a need to shift the terms,
and why that is necessary to accomplish the installation of this
doctrine properly into our human spirit.
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- Well, when you move through the information thatOs contained in verses
and down through verse 8Nwe start out with ttie€dO in (:5) and then we
move to the €éarnalO concept in verses 6 & 7, but we go right back to the
GleshO again in verse 8.

- That tells you, therefore, that the reason for the shift in terminology has t
have something to do with the way in which the progress of the argument
going (Not that byargument | mean to be argumentativeNbut just in the
sense of the logical presentation of some information that is designed to
confidentlyconvinceyou of something

- And we do have a logical presentation of information that is designed to
convince you of something.

- And because of that, it should be recognized that it is perfectly natural fo
this to happenNthat is, it naturally takes place because of what is happeni
the argument.

- And often times, in other occasions, when we are presenting information
by the presentation of it, we get involved in technicaliiesut it, and
describing in detail certain mechanics ¢find things along those linesNwell,
quite often in a situation like that, you can start off with the GENERAL
conceptNbut then, someplace within the OmeatO of what the argument is
about, thereOs a need to shift the terminology a bitNjust to more or less C
tuneO it a little bit more because thereOs another word that is a little more
preciseor comprehensivéhat encompasses some of the more finer eleren
conceptghat are going on within the argumentNand therefore you shift to t
terminologyNand then once the point has been made or the argument is @
(so to speak) and youOre down to the issue of the end result of the
convincement that youOre trying to produce, you donOt necessarily need
other, finer, terminology any longer and you can go back to the original
terminology because the shift in terminology has done its job.

- And thatOs whatOs going on here.

- FlestO and CarnalO (substance-wise), are both dealing with the exact s:
thing.
- TheyOre both dealing with your natural capacityNwhat you are
by natureNyour weaknessNyour being functionally dead by nature

- But in the English language we have the waarhal to be able to utilize
when we want to talk about tfieshitself or something about thleshor a
response to thigeshor an_influence by thiéesh

- Whenever we want to deal with something that pertains titetftethat gets

away from the very essence of the flesh itself, and more or less deals with the
things that pertain to an application obita response to dr an_influence of
itNgenerally, thatOs when we shift to the woagnal.

- Because thatOs what the woarhal expresses.

- Carnal expresses the issue of the influence of and the effects of
the flesh

- And thath also why the wamarnal can be used in a good sense.
(carnalisnOt always used in a bad sense)

Romans 15

25 But now | go unto Jerusalem to minister unto the saint.
26 For it hath pleased them of Macedonia and Achaia to
make certain contribution for the poor saints which are at
Jerusalem.

- CarnalisnOt being used in a bad or wrong senseNitOs being
used in a sense of practical things that help them out in a
physical wayNlike money and food and clothing and all

kinds of support along those lines. That offering was
comprised otarnal thingsbecause it pertained to the

physical flesh and their physical, fleshly needs.

- But even that use makes you understand and appreciate that treamaitd
pertains to the flesh.

- And itOs the things, therefore, that are either influenced or
responsive to the flesh.

- And we have something like that taking place here in Romans 8:5-8.

- Thefleshhas been spoken about and is understood and appreciated for what
it isNand then the issue in (:5) brings up definition-wise wivatking after

the fleshis all aboutNand thatOs the issue of what is going on in your thinking
N what you aremindingandmindful ofNgiving attention to thafleshand its
capacity in order to follow a particular course of action (under that law).
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- But as soon as someonevialking after the flesitheyOre UNDER THE
INFLUENCE of it! (a power holding sway over the course of events)

- And therefore, when the argument goes onNespecially in (:6 & 7), it doe:
just go on and simply describe the definitiomafiking after the fleshny
more, they describe some further features and characteristics about it.

- And so, argument-wise, the appropriate term to shift to in the English
language is to shift to the terrnanal.O

- Because now youOre talking about whiaifisencing the mind FROM the
fleshly realmNand therefore the mind is@nally minde® N itOs now being
influenced and FOLLOWING the dictates of the flesh.

- And when that happens, the mind, therefore, becoroesal mindNand as
such it isemnity against Gqcetc., etc.

- And thatOs the general reason for why the shift in terminology is there.

- Because our English woodirnal takes the concept of tiilesh

and any time itOs being used, itOs not simply describihestifer
what thefleshisNitOs not simply describing something about the
flestNitOs describing something that is being somehow influenced
or affected by thélesh

- And itOs very critical that you understand and appreciaté¢hat
flesh, itself, is NOT the mind

- But if thefleshis walked afterthen the mind begins to be influence
by it NN and the word carnal is the word in our English language
that refers to fleshly influence or fleshly affectation (assumed
behavior) and fleshly motivation, and things along those lines.

- And if youOre thinking carefullyNand youOre following precisely what is
going on in this argument from (:5) and down through (:8), thatOs what G¢
having Paul do.

- HeOs taking the issuevadlking after the flesandwalking after the
Spirit that he just described in those first 4 verses, and has just bee
described as thenly means by which our position in Christ is going
be put into practice if weOsalking after the Spiriand notafter the
flesiNand then at the end of (:4) you have a needNyou need to ha
that issue (of especiallyalking after the Spirjtbut since it has to be
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put in contrast tevalking after the flegh- you have a need, therefore,
for both those things to be described in detail.

- And to first of all be defined, and then described.
- And the definition of what those 2 things mean is (:5).

- And the description of them, and the impotenceaking after the
flesh and the power and capacitywsélking after the Spiriare
described in (:6 & :7 & :8).

- And in connection with the descriptionNwhen it comesmalking after the
flesh our English wordtarnal gets to be usedN because when youQOre
describingwalking after the flestor everwalking after the SpirjtyouQOre
going to be talking about thmind either being influenced by tlieshor the
SpiritNand when youOre talking about the mind being influenced Hieste
our English worctarnalis the appropriate word to use to describeltsh
having an influence on something.

- Therefore (:6) not only provides us with flawless accuracy in its shift of
terminology fromfleshto carnalNbut in the first clause it goes on to describe
the result of what happens when the mind becaraesal due tominding the
things of the flesh

- Notice the honesty of the KJ translators to put the word QisO in
italicsNitOs not in the Greek text. In fact, this is an example of whe
is known as an ellipsisNa leaving out of a word usually due to the
writer being in some kind of emotional or emphatic stateNso he ter
to leave verbs out, but at the same time the reader knows what is 1
be suppliedNhence, OFor to be carnally mingetkathO

- QleatO = contextually, functional death, sanctification-wise.

- When youwwalk after the flesby minding the things of the
flesh,your mind becomesarnal and you are functionally
dead to God!

- Notice that youOre functionally dead even before you eve
actually do anything at all! (before y@walkGafter the flesh)
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- So the first clause of (:6) is:
6 For to be carnally minded (§unctional)death; ...

- And once youOve pause to allow that to effectually work within you,
you can then move on to the final clause of the verse.

... but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.

- BurO = the adversative conjunction, in this case, tells you that being
spiritually mindeds the exact opposite (itOs opposed to, and
adverse to the issue) of beicgrnally minded

- Qo be spiritually mindedO - (Notice the small-cassO)

- As | said before, whenever you are talking alveatking after the
fleshorwalking after the SpirjtyouOre going to be talking about the
mind being either influenceldy thefleshor influencedoy theSpirit.

- Or you could say the mind is either influencedtsy
things of thefleshorthe things of the Spirit.

- But whereas we have an entirely different English word to describe
the mind being under the influence of the fleshN(the warar@alO)

N we donOt have a special word on the spiritual side of things for
that.

- But we can handle it, and the English can indicate it by doing a
couple of things to the word@iritO N first, as we noted before we
can put the @GallyO ending on itNbut we can also indicate the
context slightly shifting from talking aboutinding the things of the
Spirit to what happens to the mind with it comes under that influence
by simply changing the large-casgdo a small-case@®

- And thatOs whatOs being done hereNjust as you were being told in
the first clause what happens to the mind when it comes under the
influence of thdlesh(it becomes &arnal mindthat is functionally

dead to God), now youOre told what happens to the mind when it

is minding the things of the Spidnd therefore being influenced by
those particular things of the Spirit (the things that the Spirit of God
has made you to be in Christ).

- Under the influence of the things of the Spirit, your mind becomes
spiritual (spiritually minded - influenced by the things of the Spirit.
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- And the result of beingpiritually mindeds the realizing of what the law
could only extend as a hopeful prospect but faibedo, over against what
GodOs grace system and the methodology of bed®r graceand not under
that law has the power to cimd do successfully!

O... but to be spiritually mindésllife and peace

- Beingspiritually mindecandwalking after the Spiritesults in
LIFE = functional lifeNyouOre Oin fellowshipO! YouOre functiona
alive unto Godunder gracé

- You doth have functional life by nature (even some fract
or OkernelO or Oglowing emberO of it) - and more than the
canOt produce it by nature!

- God has to produce it by His J-ness & grace (and He did 1
by means of a Substitute Redeemer and His redemption), ¢
then He has to give it to you by your proper response to it:
FAITH!

- (peac® = (an additional benefit by grace) =pkacethat is being
spoken about here isnOt just any old peaceNnor is it
something like the peace of God, the peace with God, or th
peace that passes understandingNnoNthis eacethat has
to do with something youOve already been confronted with
the context of your godly sanctification.

- And this additional issue has to be brought up because of
what you were just previously dealing with back in chapter

- Because there was an issue mentioned there that has to |
addressed and has to be resolweder grace

- And that issue that you were confronted with occurred wh
the apostle Paul was presenting his proof that when he trie
utilize the law to control sin in his life, sin always exceeds h
power to control itN(Romans 7:18-23) (:23)

23 But | see another law in my membaeratring
against the law of my mind, and bringing me into
captivity to the law of sin which is in my members.

- And itOs that warfare that is novpaacewhen youOre
spiritually minded (the best mental health you can get!)
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- ItOs a sanctification-type or sanctification-shdacdla real peace
of mindNa cessation of warNa freedom from hostilities that rage in
your inner man under the laand a complete victoryver an enemy
that would otherwise be holding youdaptivityto sin and functional
death (as a POW).

- Victory over thatwretched maistatus of a Christian trying
to sanctify himself under the law!

- This is your first taste of sharing in the victory of Christ,
Himself (sanctification-wisé in His victory over sin and
death in His work of redemption (His death, burial, and
resurrection) and your identity with Him!

- So here is the installation process of properly and Biblically understanding
and appreciating the details of hawalking after the Spiriand notafter the
fleshis accomplished: (so far)

- The issue of beingpiritually mindedsmall case OsO) is the issue of
having all the proper, sound doctrine from Ch. 6:1-7:25 that taught
you who the Spirit of God has made you to be in Christ operating
where it is supposed to operate: in your huisamall case OsO)

spirit!

- And almost without you knowing it, God has just taught you something that
runs counter to most of theology when it comes to the doc. of sanctification:
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- And what 1Om talking about is the issue of what is commonly called bein
under the influence of the Holy Spiiior some such type of phraseology.

- YouOre now being taught (properly taught) about what it means t
influenced by the SpiritNor being influenced by the flesh.

- The result being eithepiritually mindedor carnally
minded

- YouOre being taught what that means TO GODNwhat it is
Biblically, NOT what it is to theologians (which is to say, men) or
what it is to the sciencéafsely so calleflof theology.

- That is, being under the influence of the Spirit isnOt some kind of
supernatural force-field that just somehow makes it so you kind of
deflect away from or bounce off of or are repelled away from troub
or sin or wrongdoing NN nor is it a supernatural, irresistible impuls;
that acts like some kind of a tractor-beam or diving rod that just
somehow draws you to good things and good thoughts and good
actions.

- No. What the issue of being under the influence of the Spirit of C
is to God (Biblically understood) is that you are influenced in your
thinking about somethingery specificthat is clearly stated and
clearly spelled out in GodOs wordNand it is being influenced by wt
those EXACT words tell youNespecially in connection with what th
Spirit of God has made you to be Oin Christ.O

- And itOs when those things spelled out clearly in GodOs word akb
who He has made you to be in Christ, that, when those specific thi
are filling your mind and are the life of your mind, that it becomes &
POWER of your mind, whereby the events and direction and detalil
your life are affected by those thif@gnd at that pointis when you
can be said to be under the influence of the SpiritNor to put it the
Bible way: you arapiritually minded

- And that is radically different from how most Christians ever com
to understand or appreciate what bespgitually mindedor being
influenced by the SpiritNor being controlled by the SpiritNeven
beingfilled with the Spiritis all about!

- But if you pay attention to how youOQre taught about Ispinigually
mindedfrom the Oget-goO youOd never make such a stupid mistal
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- Now, | want to make sure that you really understand and appreciate why
the shift in terminology takes place N and more importantly how and why
that it needs to be recognized that it does indeed take place, that the KJ is
flawless and accurate and right to make the needed shift in terminology (that
it wasnOt just being done for no reasonNor to just show that the translators
could flex their vocabulary muscles) N itOs not misleading or inaccurate or
weak N but every word is being chosen very carefully because the context is
being followed very carefullyNand there is a slight shift in the context from
(:5)to (16 & 7).

- And the shift in context and the shift in terms is there because

(:5) gives you the GENERAL issue of how walking after the flesh
and walking after the Spirit is mechanically achievedNand then

(:6 & 7) donOt just merely give you the results of minding the things
of the flesh and minding the things of the Spirit (they do that), but
(:6 & 7) are designed to give yowmore preciseandmore finer
elementsandconceptsthat are going on when you are minding
either the things of the flesh or the things of the Spirit.

- And youneedto have this finer, more precise concept brought
into your thinking because of the fact that this body of information
is designed to fully and confidently convince you of something.
(Of what it means twvalk after the Spiriandnot after the flesh

- So itOs because of whatOs going on contextually (within the argument) that
the terminology shifts.

- And, again, we can follow or track with the shift of terminology very easily
wherewalking after the flesks concerned.

- Youwalk after the flesby minding the things of the fle¢and

there are some particuldmings of the flesthat are in view here:
especially in connection with thkings of the fleshs your flesh is
being utilized by the law when you put yourself under it in order to
put your position in Christ into practice) N but the finer detail that
fully convinces you of that (of the fact that when yoind the things
of the fleshyou arewalking after the flegh the finer detail that
convinces you of that is that when ymind the things of the flesh
your mind becomes carnal carnally mindedlland thatOs what your
mind becomes when it isfluenced by the flesh.

- Your mind becomes carnal when it is influenced by the things of
the flesh.
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- And the reason thatOs important is because what weOre really after in a
is to establish in our thinking that some kind of POWER must come into pl
hereNa power that will hold sway in our thinkingNand hold sway with such
force that the events and the direction and the details of your life are affec
by the things that are filling your mind!

- And by definition, thatOs what influence an isNit is something (in
this case eithahe things of the flesbr the things of the Spijithat
exerts itself upon the mind (or acts upon the mind) that causes it tc
affected by it which, in turn, affects the events, direction, and detai
of your life.

- If something can influence you it has, by nature, latent piwat is
a power that is present, but not necessarily active) to hold sway ov
you.

- Therefore when you fill your mindNor become mindful of your
flesh, latent in your flesh is a power to hold sway in your mindNanc
the way to describe a mind that is having the flesh hold sway over
thereby influencing it is to say that it i€arnal mind.

- And acarnal mindmeans functionadeath

- But on the Spirit side of sanctification, when we would want to describe t
things of the Spirit holding sway in our mindNwhen we want to describe th
things of the Spirit having a latent power (and becauseaiitder graceand

not under the law, itOs a greater power) to affect our mind, which in turn,
affects the events, direction, and details of our lives, when we would want
indicate all that plus the proper plasbere that all is supposed to be operati
(which is in your human spirit) - then we can come along and simply say tl
you are gpiritually (small s)mindedO

- The issue of beingpiritually mindedn this context is the issue of
the particular things OF the Spirit of God that are supposed to be
IN your human spirit.

- (see Slide #44)

- The issue of beingpiritually mindeds the issue of having all the
proper sound doctrine from Romans 6:1-7:25 that taught you who
Spirit of God has made you to be in Christ operating where it is
supposed to operaté your human spirit!

- And (:5) gave you that understanding, definition-wise.
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- But just a definition (such as Ominding the things oSfHgtO)

isnOt good enough to provide you with a full measure of conviction
and confidencéhat when you danind the things of the SpigibuOre

at that timewalking after the Spiritin righteousnessand your
sanctified position in Christ is being successfully put into practice.

- So in order to dispel any doubt that that does indeed happen, God
comes along and provides you with some finer detiadissettles

the issue in your mind and establishes it firmly in your mind so that
it becomes an unshakable reality to you from now on.

- And thatOs what (:6 and :7) provide for.

- And that is indicated by the change to the small case ObG f0O
be spiritually minded is life and peaCe.

- Because youQOre dealing now with the issue that IS
influencing and holding sway in your mind.

- If the flesh is influencing you and holding sway in your mind, then youOre
carnally minded\ if the Spirit is influencing you and holding sway in your
mind, then youOspiritually minded

- Granted, in a sense, carnal means fleshly mindedNbut it means it in a sense
that, by definitioncarnal contains the concept of being influenced by the
flesh (it holding swayNt dominating, so to speai,being what you listen to,

it being what you want to listen to).

- And, granted, that is what happens when you put yourself under the lawN
but you also have to remember that what is going here is that the members of
the church, the body of Christ, when they come to this point in their education
in their sanctified position in Christ, they are being given information to
underscore for them that the choice that they need to make is that they are
going towalk after the Spiriandnot after the flesh And theyOre going to

make that choice because itOotitg way (as theyOve had it proven to them,
without a shadow of a doubt, preceding this) that itQentijevay their

position in Christ is ever going to be put into practice successfully. And
therefore part of their newness of mind, right now, or newness of spirit, right
now, is the issue of making that intelligent choicevédk after the Spirjtnot

after the fleshand to understand and appreciate that by so doing, when they
get to the end of verse 8, that theyOre going to be aiimte Godherefore,

and their position in Christ is going to be properly and successfully put into
practice. (And they have full conviction of it, and full confidence of it.)
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- So, in a sense, :6, :7, & :8 is not a re-cap of Romans 7.

- ItOs based upon whatOs set forth back in Romans 7 when the ce
mind is spoken about beingr@nity against Gdd (in 8:7) for sure;
but itOs not simply a re-cap of that.

- ItOs the issue of taking that information and putting it before us tc
point that we make the confident decis{based upon what we have
learned), that since thatOs true, the ONLY way IOm going to pleas
God and put my position in Christ into practice isAatking after

the Spirit, not after the flesh

- So now once weOve got these finer elements of what it means to mind t
things of the flesh and mind the things of the SpiritNa question that would
naturally pop up in your mind now has to get nailed down and answered.

- And again, this is all carefully done in order to keep on building
the convincement and building the confidence you need to have in
order to get this matter of how your position in Christ is to be put
into practice fully settled in you thinking N unshakable!

- And the question is, OWhyNwhy does minding the things of the
fleshNor why is it that being carnally minded bring about functional
death?0
- And the reason for this can only be really understood and
fully appreciated in light of all this subtle shift in terminology
that we have been dealing with for the last few Bible classe

- Because when youOre dealing with a mind being influenc
youOre dealing with an issue of having respect for the exer
of power!

- So in light of all that the Spirit of God has made you to be in Christ (6:1-1
and in view of all the corrective doctrine that dealt with all the
misunderstandings and misconceptions of putting your position in Christ ir
practice under the law (6:14-7:25)Ntloaly way to put your position in Chrisi
into practice successfully is when yaalk after the Spirit, not after the
flestiNand that is accomplished hyinding the things of the Spirit, not by
minding the things of the flé¥land once your mind comes under the
influence of the flesh, you becoroarnally mindedvhich results in your
functionaldeathin GodOs sightNnow why is that?

- Again, weOve got a sentence that has 2 clauses to itNseparated by
a slightly stronger pause than in (:5 and 6) - a colon

- 2nd Clausefor it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed
can be.

- Notice that as the information gets presented to you in the body of the
argument (in the meat portion of it) - each major element down to the sub-
conclusion of (:8) is presented so that it begs the question, OWhy?O - much
like a childOs Owhy?0 (which is really a good thing because by doing that it
really checks you out as to if you really know what youOre talking about or
not!)

- And so this OmeatO portion of #higuction in righteousness of how we are

to properly and successfully put our position in Christ into practice
ingeniously incorporates, (as it instructs us in righteousness and installs this
body of information in the proper place it needs to be in our minds), it also
incorporates a kind of check list or check point-type of instruction!

- And by doing it this way you get Ochecked out!O And you need to pass
these little check points in order to be properly prepared and qualified to go
on to the next big thing in your sanctificationNwhich is sonship!

- And when you can say, or can answer all the OwhyOsO with all the
OforOsO and ObecauseOsO, then you can check yourself out and the
turn, provides you with the conviction and confidence to have all this
doctrine firmly and unshakably settled in your mind!

- This is what | often call your attention to when | talk about not just
paying attention tavhat is being said to you, b&OW it is being
said or how it is being presented to you. (Style of presentation.)

- And by the way, each time one of these OwhyOsO gets answered, it
is answered by taking a packet of doctrine you just learned previously
in 6:1-7:25, and then stating it succinctly and in new terminology and
new phraseology.

- And the reason that is so is that it is by the new terminology or new
phraseology that is supposed to be what gets installed in your mind
so thatit effectually works and operates there in your mind!
